JOB DESCRIPTION
Position Title: Audio/Visual Technician
Category: Part-time

Job Summary:
The Audio-Visual Technician at First Church United Methodist Church Evanston is responsible for overseeing the audio/visual production and streaming of Sunday morning worship services. This part-time position requires approximately 4 hours per week on Sunday mornings (from 8:30 a.m. to Noon), with occasional additional hours for special events or services (such as weddings, funerals, Christmas Eve, Holy Week and other special services).  Weekend mornings availability is essential, plus flexibility to other hours/days.  This position is also responsible for the general maintenance and operation of audio, video, lighting, and stage equipment.

[bookmark: _Hlk177029220]Essential Duties and Responsibilities:
· Execute audio/visual production and streaming for weekly Sunday services and special events as needed (including funerals, holiday worship services, concerts, etc.).
· Set up microphones and other sound equipment before each service, coordinating with the Lead Pastor and Minister of Music to meet the needs of the service.
· Conduct sound checks with musicians, ensuring high-quality audio for both in-person and online audiences.
· Troubleshoot any sound-related issues, including equipment and soundboard malfunctions.
· Plan camera angles and coordinate with worship leaders regarding movement and blocking for the service.
· In coordination with the Communications Staff, manage First Church’s YouTube channel and other streaming platforms as directed.  
· Start and monitor live streams via Zoom, YouTube, and other streaming platforms, ensuring a high level of excellence in all technical aspects of the worship experience, for both in-person and online worshipers.
· Serves as First Church’s technical expert for communications hardware; i.e., Zoom, The Owl, and recommends new technology for efficiency and financial stewardship
· Operate cameras during worship services.
· After worship, shut down the live stream, store microphones and equipment, and power down cameras and computers.
· Track and maintain audio/visual equipment, replacing batteries and notifying the church office of any supply needs.

Qualifications:
· Experience operating audio and video equipment
· Experience recording and editing using modern software applications
· Formal training in audio/technical production.  Local college students pursuing degrees in Broadcasting, Media Production, Audio Engineering or related fields are encouraged to apply.
· Previous experience with sound equipment, soundboard setup, and basic audio mixing is required; in a church setting is strongly encouraged. 
· Advanced knowledge of audio systems is a plus.
· Familiarity with multi-camera broadcast systems 
· Competency in running Zoom meetings and live stream platforms like Facebook, YouTube, or Vimeo.
· Knowledge of live streaming software like OBS, Vimeo Livestream, or similar platforms is desirable.
· Strong verbal and written communication skills.
· Detail-oriented, self-motivated, and composed under pressure.
· Collaborative and able to build relationships with others.
· Flexibility is required for peak times such as holidays or special events.
· While it is impossible and impractical to list all possible job requirements, it is expected that the incumbent will assist with other duties as required, and help others in the spirit of teamwork.

Physical Requirements:
· Ability to lift, carry, push, pull or otherwise move objects including microphones, lighting, cameras, stands, tables, ladders, and other staging items
· Must be able to climb ladders and stairs
· Recording and livestreaming activities take place primarily on site at First United Methodist Church, Evanston
· Post-production activities can take place in a work-from-home environment or other off-campus location
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
